The nearest defibrillator is at the Bourne
End Community Centre, Wakeman Road, Bourne End, Bucks, SL8 5SX. The defibrillator is on
the outside right-hand wall of the building facing the “The Target Room”. Details of use are
shown on the defibrillator. Journey time 2 minutes — % mile.
There is a defibrillator at Bourne End Junior Sports Club Sports Hall (next Bourne End
Academy) which is situated on the wall in the main foyer of the Sports Hall. Please note this
defibrillator can only be accessed from within the Sports Hall building when the Sports Hall is
open. Sports Hall users will have the code for the key pad to open the entrance door.
Stretcher: Not available. If required, would require an ambulance to attend.
Ambulance: Call emergency services, if required.

Bourne End Academy, New Road, Bourne End, Bucks, SL8 5BW (This is a Non-Smoking/Vaping
venue and no dogs are allowed on site).

Ambulance access
to venue:

For entry to Bourne End Academy Astro Turf drive straight down after entering from New Road
(next to Bourne End Academy). A Team Manager/Coach/Nominated person is to wait outside
the entrance to Bourne End Academy for the arrival of ambulance and direct them to the
injured party.

Across the BEJSC car park, but assisted by BEJSC Officials.

After the
incident, it should be noted in the Age group’s First Aid Accident book (included in First Aid kit).
